As with
radio in general, the birth of amateur radio was strongly associated with various amateur experimenters and
hobbyists. Throughout its history, amateur radio enthusiasts have made significant contributions to science,
engineering, industry, and social services. Research by amateur radio operators has founded new industries,
built economies, empowered nations, and saved lives in times of emergency.
