DX Spotting


When working on HF you have the opportunity to work some rare countries that only come on when they feel like it. This could be due to government restrictions, their regular job, or simply they are there because the propagation is just right for you to hear them. 

After you are successful in working that DX station, go to the repeater 145.410 and announce that they can be heard. This allows others to try and work them because they may not have worked that country before and it would be great to share the joy. To do this just follow the script below, of course substituting the information you have for the information in the example.

This is W3ML. QRZ QRZ.  EH3PW, Canary Island is on 14.250. EH3PW on 14.250. W3ML clear.

(Remember we are required to identify with our call at the beginning and end of the transmission.)

If the DX station is working on split frequencies, then it would be like this:

This is W3ML. QRZ QRZ. EH3PW Canary Island on 14.250 and listening up on 14.260.  EH3PW 14.250 listening up 10.
Here people will understand that he is listening on one frequency and talking on another.  This is a common tactic today on the HF bands so that congestion is held to a limit and the DX station and you can hear each other.

Now, we do not announce DX stations during a contest. To do so you would be spending more time on the repeater than working all those great stations.  Of course if you know it is very rare DX station or what is called a DXpedition, then after working them tell others about it.

Hopefully, this clears up any misunderstanding about DX spotting. If not, please get a hold of me and I will help you.

We want to thank Mathew for allowing us to use the repeater to announce these DX stations. 

Hope you catch that rare one.
